
PROJECT FUNDING

Funding totalling $132,000 ($22,000 to each) has been given to six key seniors serving organizations for age-friendly related projects.  The organizations are:

· Aboriginal Seniors Resource Centre, 
· Age and Opportunity,
· Creative Retirement Manitoba, 
· la Fédération des âinés franco-manitobains,
· the Manitoba Association of Senior Centres (MASC) 
· the Manitoba Society of Seniors (MSOS).

Funding for additional projects include:

· $25,000 for the Safe Suite Program which provides temporary emergency accommodation services that are safe, secure and accessible to older adults who are experiencing abuse;
· $66,000 to the Active Living Coalition for Older Adults in Manitoba (ALCOA-MB), a key partner in the province’s Healthy Aging work which engages older adults in health promotion and provides opportunities for social connectedness.  ALCOA-MB encourages health promotion through a peer-led speakers’ bureau, peer-led physical activity programs for older adults, and by organizing and promoting Active Aging Week during Seniors’ and Elders’ Month.
· $50,000 to the Transportation Options Network for Seniors to inform and educate Manitobans on transportation options that enhance quality of life and promote age-friendly communities with the focus on community outreach, education and awareness, and rural transportation.
· $64,000 for Elder Abuse Services which improve the safety and security of older Manitobans such as counselling services, and information and referral. 
· $25,000 to MSOS to support the Manitoba Network for the Prevention of Abuse of Older Adults, a provincial interdisciplinary network of service providers across Manitoba to increase awareness and to collectively strengthen community’s abilities to respond to elder abuse.
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
